The Czech Republic declares that it will not supgory future proposals amending
the Convention or relating to its Protocols whiclowd be in contradiction with the
constitutional principles of the Czech Republicwsll as commitments arising from its
membership in the European Union and from inteonatli agreements on free trade to which
the Czech Republic has acceded.

The Czech Republic also declares that it considetgle 5(3) a provision not
affecting the right to non-discriminatory treatmeitthe tobacco industry by the Parties and
thus permitting the necessary extent of cooperatth the tobacco industry as regards
tobacco control.”.
